Last Week’s Learning Opportunities:

Last Thursday, Calistoga Junior and Senior high brought 55 students to present at the STEAM
(Science Technology Engineering Art and Math) symposium hosted by the Sonoma County Office of
Education at the Santa Rosa fairgrounds.

Our students from both the junior high and high school have been working on the STEAM projects
over the course of fall and spring semesters. Students had the opportunity to showcase their work and
present their problems and solutions to evaluators at the symposium. Evaluators were community
members from the local scientific community and spent about 20 minutes with their assigned project group.
During this interview session, students answered questions from prototyping & engineering of their solution
to the application of their solution.

Our students interviewed and were evaluated in 6 major areas including connection to the theme
(structure and function or hope), purpose, integration of all STEAM areas, process (documentation,
organization, reflection, feedback and reiteration and contribution by all members), content mastery and
exhibition.

Our students will be notified by the end of March if they have earned at least 1 score in the highest
level of distinguished. Students must score at least 1 “distinguished” in order to receive an award for the
symposium. Our students were articulate, professional and presented themselves well to the evaluators!

Lastly, a group of Calistoga young ladies including Alexa Cazares, Liala Elkeshen, Julia Heth, and
Angeli Aquino were interviewed by the press democrat extensively. Go Wildcats!!
